  Don’t Just Give 
Worship…. WORSHIP 
in Giving!

How many times have 
we piled into the car on 
Sunday Afternoon to 
head to worship 
services? Many of us 
faithfully go to worship, 
yet, once there fail to 
worship God in giving. 
John 3:16 states “For 
God so loved the world, 
that he gave his only 
begotten Son, that 
whosoever believeth in 
him should not perish, 
but have everlasting 
life.” God so loved that 
He gave. To love is to 
give. When you love 
someone you give, you 
sacrifice for him or her. 
Love is giving-we know 
that because that is how 
God loves us. 
 

1 John 3:16 " states: 
“Hereby perceive we 

the love of God, 
because he laid down 
his life for us: and we 
ought to lay down our 
lives for the brethren.” 
What is that verse 
actually saying? Let’s 
examine it in the 
revised version it reads 
thusly “ This is how we 
know what love is: Jesus 
Christ laid down his life 
for us."  
 

How do we know what 
love is? -We see it in 
Jesus! We see God's love 
expressed in giving His 
Son, and in His Son 
giving His life. We see 
that love is giving. So if 
you love God, what do 
you do? You give!  
 

One of the primary ways 
God was worshipped all 
through the Bible was 
through giving. In the 
Old Testament, worship 
always included 
offerings.  Deuteronomy 
12:5-6 states, Vs 5: “But 

unto the place which 
the LORD your God shall 
choose out of all your 
tribes to put his name 
there, even unto his 
habitation shall ye seek, 
(habitation refers to 
God’s house) “And 
thither thou shalt 
come:”  Vs 6: “And 
thither ye shall bring 
your burnt offerings, 
and your sacrifices, and 
your tithes, and heave 
offerings of your hand, 
and your vows, and your 
freewill offerings, and 
the firstlings of your 
herds and of your

A Call to Consecration 
Let us consider II Chronicles 20:3 “And Jehoshaphat feared and set himself to seek the Lord, and proclaimed a 
fast throughout all Judah.”  And Isaiah 58:6-12 which reads 6- “Is not this the fast that I have chosen? to loose 
the bands of wickedness, to undo the heavy burdens, and to let the oppressed go free, and that ye break every 
yoke? 7- Is it not to deal thy bread to the hungry, and that thou bring the poor that are cast out to thy house? 
when thou seest the naked, that thou cover him; and that thou hide not thyself from thine own flesh? 8-Then 
shall thy light break forth as the morning, and thine health shall spring forth speedily: and thy righteousness 
shall go before thee; the glory of the LORD shall be thy rearward. 9-Then shalt thou call, and the LORD shall 
answer; thou shalt cry, and he shall say, Here I am. If thou take away from the midst of thee the yoke, the 
putting forth of the finger, and speaking vanity; 10-and if thou draw out thy soul to the hungry, and satisfy the 
afflicted soul; then shall thy light rise in obscurity, and thy darkness be as the noonday: 11-and the LORD shall 
guide thee continually, and satisfy thy soul in drought, and make fat thy bones: and thou shalt be like a watered 
garden, and like a spring of water, whose waters fail not. 12-And they that shall be of thee shall build the old 
waste places: thou shalt raise up the foundations of many generations; and thou shalt be called, The repairer 
of the breach, The restorer of paths to dwell in.”  
 
This is the season when the people of God must prepare to do spiritual battle with the enemy of our soul. The 
challenges are many and the task is great within and without the church. Our archenemy Satan has called 
together his army to try to destroy and defeat the household of faith. But God has given the saints the answer 
to the challenges in his word II Chronicles 7:14 “If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble 
themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, and 
will forgive their sin, and will heal their land.“  Therefore, I call upon all of New Direction Ministries Church to 
turn your faces to the wall as we embark upon a month of fasting and consecration.

White Chicken Chili 
1 tablespoon vegetable oil 
1 onion, chopped 
3 cloves garlic, crushed 
1 (4 ounce) can diced 
green chiles (optional) 
1 (4 ounce) can chopped green 
chile peppers 
2 teaspoons ground cumin 
1 teaspoon dried oregano 
1 teaspoon ground cayenne pepper (optional) 
2 (10.5 ounce) cans chicken broth 
3 cups chopped cooked chicken breast 
3 (15 ounce) cans white beans 
1 cup shredded Monterey Jack cheese 
1 Heat the oil in a large saucepan over mediumīlow heat. 
Slowly cook and stir the onion until tender. Mix in the 
garlic, jalapeno, green chile peppers, cumin, oregano and 
cayenne. Continue to cook and stir the mixture until tender, 
about 3 minutes. Mix in the chicken broth, chicken and white 
beans. Simmer 15 minutes, stirring occasionally. 
2 Remove the mixture from heat. Slowly stir in the cheese 
until melted. Serve warm.~Mother Denton

When the congregation in 
the Old Testament came to 
worship… they WORSHIPPED 
in GIVING 
 
• They gave animal 
sacrifices: burnt offerings 
and sacrifices. 
• They gave money: tithes 
and special gifts. 
• They gave whatever they 
promised to God: vows. 
• They gave over and above 
what was expected: freewill 
offerings. 
• They gave the firstborn of 
their flocks and herds. 
 
At least five different kinds 
of offerings are listed in 
these verses. That is 
because worship always 

included tithes and 
offerings. They worshipped 
God by giving. 
 
In some ways this is an 
indictment against us. The 
Old Testament saints 
worshipped God in giving 
and they were not even 
benefactors of the sacrifice 
of Christ on the cross. We 
are benefactors of God’s 
greatest gift. Should not we, 
in gratitude, go above and 
beyond in our worship to 
God? Should not we exceed 
what the Old Testament 
saints did, when we are 
clearly partakers of the 
blessings of the new 
covenant? I think so.  
 

Giving is not just about 
following the direction of 
the Pastor, giving is not just 
about helping the church to 
pay its bills. No, my sisters 
and brothers, giving is far 
more than that. Giving is 
worship, to our Almighty 
God! 
 
Therefore, when I come to 
worship. I come to 
cheerfully, willingly and 
most of all gratefully 
participate in not only the 
worship experience, but also 
the worship of my God who 
gave me the wonderful gift 
of his son… Therefore I 
worship in giving, how about 
you?
